GENERAL INFORMATION

The City of Abilene Street Services Division is requesting the City Council award bids, by resolution, for
materials used in the maintenance and rehabilitation of the street and alley system. Notices were published in the
Abilene Reporter News on June 12th and June 19th, and bids were opened on July 7, 2016.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended requires that the issuance of any qualified
501(c)(3) obligations be approved by either the governing body of the City or the chief elected executive
officer of the City after a public hearing following reasonable public notice.

ACU held a public hearing on August 4, 2016, to discuss the financing. A copy of the certificate of public
hearing was provided to the City. No persons presented comments orally or in writing at the public hearing.

The City shall have no liabilities for the payments of the obligations nor shall any of the City's assets be
pledged to secure the obligations.

The applicant is proposing to develop a tax-credit apartment project that is intended to be age restricted for
seniors. Due to its location just off of Rebecca Ln, the site will have adequate access.

The Future Land Use section of the Comprehensive Plan designates this general area as ‘low density
residential’. Autumn Sage Ln is designated as a ‘collector’ roadway and connects Hwy 277 S. to the west with
Rebecca Ln to the east. The intersection of Hwy 277 S. and Rebecca Ln is a grade-separated interchange
which has some retail & service development. The location just off Rebecca Ln and its proximity to the
ntersection lends itself to future multi-family, office & retail uses. The requested zoning is deemed compatible
with the Future Land Use Map and the adjacent properties.

Regarding this particular rezoning item, three property owners have opposed the rezoning. Together these
property owners constitute 52.8% of the land area within the radius area. The 200’ radius area is the legally
defined public notification area as provided for in Land Development Code and Texas State Statutes for
rezoning applications. Therefore, because opposition is from 20% or more of land area in the public
notification area, a super-majority vote of the City Council is required to approve an ordinance for this rezoning
item.

For explanation on the 200’ radius area constituting the public notification area, the radius begins at the
property line of the property proposed for rezoning. The actual property area proposed for rezoning is not
included as part of the public notification area. Only the 200’ radius area constitutes the public notification
area, therefore the portion of the three properties located within the 200’ radius area constitutes over 20% of



the total land area that defines the 200’ radius area.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Currently the property is undeveloped. The adjacent properties are halfway developed with industrial uses to
the south & west and a mix of retail & services uses to the north. The newer Sam’s Club business is located
north from this site. Abilene Regional Hospital is located nearby to the south. The applicant is proposing to
develop a single-tenant building for a physical rehab facility. Due to its location just off the freeway, the site will
have adequate access. The purpose of the rezoning is to allow for in-patient care for patients who have
suffered a stroke, head injury, loss of a limb, etc. and have been cleared from being in critical condition but are
not able to return home without additional treatment offered by a trained therapist. This type of medical use
with overnight stay is not allowed in the LI zoning district. The MU zoning district allows for this type of use.
As a point of understanding, the MU zoning also allows for multi-family residential uses. Other districts that
allow for the proposed medical facility with overnight stay include the GC & HC (Heavy Commercial) districts.
Neither of these districts allow for multi-family residential uses. Given the surrounding zoning, any of these
districts would be appropriate at this location.

The Future Land Use section of the Comprehensive Plan designates this general area as part of a
‘Gateway/Mixed Use’ area with the primary focus at the intersection of Beltway S. and Hwy 83/84 but
extending north along the highway to include this area. Additionally, a ‘Special Activity Center’ is designated at
the intersection of Antilley Rd & Hwy 83/84 where the hospital is located. This area is slowly transitioning
away from the industrial zoning to a retail/commercial area. The location just off the highway and its proximity
to the Sam’s Club and the hospital lends itself to future multi-family, office & retail uses. The requested zoning
is deemed compatible with the Future Land Use Map and the adjacent properties.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

As provided for in City of Abilene Land Development Code Article 4, Division 1, Section 1.4.1.3(I)(1), when a
written protest against the amendment is signed by the owners of twenty percent (20%) or more of either the
area of the lots or land covered by the proposed change, or the area of the lots or land immediately adjoining
the area covered by the proposed change and extending two hundred feet (200’) from that area, a zoning
amendment shall not become effective except by the favorable vote of three fourths of all members of the City
Council.



Regarding this particular rezoning item, three property owners have opposed the rezoning. Together these
property owners constitute 37.48% of the land area within the radius area. The 200’ radius area is the legally
defined public notification area as provided for in Land Development Code and Texas State Statutes for
rezoning applications. Therefore, because opposition is from 20% or more of land area in the public
notification area, a super-majority vote of the City Council is required to approve an ordinance for this rezoning
item.

For explanation on the 200’ radius area constituting the public notification area, the radius begins at the
property line of the property proposed for rezoning. The actual property area proposed for rezoning is not
included as part of the public notification area. Only the 200’ radius area constitutes the public notification

area, therefore the portion of the three properties located within the 200’ radius area constitutes over 20% of
the total land area that defines the 200’ radius area.

| want to thank you for your June 27" letter with the offer of returning the application fee. However, the
intended use is not a medical office building and | apologize for the misunderstanding. | spoke with Ben
Bryner earlier today and he mentioned that it would be helpful to respond to the question of Medical office
and Rehabilitation Facility. A medical office building could have multiple offices, doctors and therapist,
which could see patients during a normal work day 9 to 5, typically 5 days a week. This is an office
building with medical use; this is not what we are proposing.

What is being proposed is a Medical Rehabilitation (Facility) Center offering inpatient care for patients.
The hospital and other physicians normally refer patients. The patients could have suffered a stroke, head
injury, loss of a limb, etc. and have been cleared from being in critical condition but are not able to return
home without additional treatment offered by a trained therapist.

The Medical Rehabilitation (Facility) Center would provide patients with 24-hour care and treatment until
they can be sent home. This inpatient care requires certified therapist, which are trained nurses with a
PHD. The center will also provide outpatients care working with patients suffering from minor injuries.
The tenant of the facility is working on the plan layout that will operate the Medical Rehabilitation Center.
The center would include workstations, therapy rooms, equipment, patient beds, bathrooms etc. The
tenant is also finalizing a long term lease agreement pending the rezoning on property.

The application to rezone my client’s property from Light Industrial to Medical Use was to provide for a
Rehabilitation Facility which is a permitted use under the MU district, but is not permitted in the Light
Industrial District under Article 5: Use Regulations.

SUBJECT: Contract with the Colorado River Municipal Water District and the West Central Texas
Municipal Water District. (Taylor)

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Water Utilities Department is requesting that the Abilene City Council approve a resolution authorizing the
City Manager to negotiate and execute an Assignment Contract, the "Assignment of West Central Texas
Municipal Water District Water Supply Facilities and Services Contract and Termination of West Central Texas
Municipal Water District-City of Abilene, Texas, Water Contract" (Assignment Contract).

The Assignment Contract effectively removes the WCTMWD from any and all duties, obligations, and
liabilities to CRMWD and City regarding the maintenance and operation of Lake O.H. Ivie and/or the securing
and taking of water from Lake O.H. Ivie. The City shall assume any and all right, title, and interest of the
WCTMWD contained in the Contract. All matters related to the City taking water from Lake O.H. Ivie and the
City funding debt service for the maintenance and operation Lake O.H. Ivie shall be directly between City and
CRMWD.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

There exists a "West Central Texas Municipal Water District Water Supply Facilities and Services Contract"
between West Central Texas Municipal Water District (WCTMWD) and the Colorado River Municipal Water
District (CRMWD) dated September 1, 1985 (Contract). The Contract includes amendments No. 1 and No. 2
and two supplemental Memorandum of Agreement documents. The contract establishes the terms and
conditions allowing the WCTMWD to secure raw water from Lake O.H. Ivie on behalf of City of Abilene, to
construct pumping and pipeline facilities to take raw water from Lake O.H. Ivie for the exclusive use of City,
and for WCTMWD to fulfill debt service collection obligations from City necessary for CRMWD to construct
and maintain Lake O.H. Ivie structures and facilities. The Assignment Contract provides for WCTMWD to
assign to City all of its right, title, and interest in the Contract, and provides that City hereby assumes and
agrees to perform all duties and obligations of WCTMWD under the Contract.

There exists a "West Central Texas Municiapal Water District-City of Abilene, Texas Water Contract" dated
September 1, 1985 (Abilene Contract). The Abilene Contract includes Amendments No. 1 and No. 2. The
Abilene Contract establishes the terms and conditions allowing the WCTMWD to secure raw water from Lake
O.H. Ivie on behalf of City, to act on the behalf of City in constructing and operating the facilities necessary to
transport raw water from Lake O.H. Ivie for the exclusive use of City, and for City to fulfill debt service



obligations necessary for CRMWD to construct and maintain Lake O.H. Ivie structures and facilities. The
Assignment Contract provides for the termination of the Abilene Contract.

Memorandum of Agreement, effective April 1, 2004, and a Memorandum of Agreement,
effective April 1, 2006 (collectively, the "Contract") to provide raw water to WCTMWD from
the O.H. Ivie Reservoir for the sole benefit of the City of Abilene (City); and

WHEREAS, concurrently with the execution of the Contract, WCTMWD and the City
entered into the "West Central Texas Municipal Water District - City of Abilene, Texas Water
Contact," effective September 1, 1985, as amended on September 30, 1995, and March 25, 2004
(collectively, the "Abilene Contract") whereby WCTMWD undertook to furnish and supply the
City with raw water diverted by WCTMWD pursuant to the Contract; and

WHEREAS, all bonds issued by the CRMWD for the O.H. Ivie Reservoir project have
been paid and retired and are no longer outstanding; and

WHEREAS, because of the passage of time and changes in financial and legal
circumstances affecting the City, including the City's financing of the construction of the
pipeline, pump stations, and other facilities required to transport water from the O.H. Ivie
Reservoir to the City, the City has requested that WCTMWD and the CRMWD enter into this
"Assignment of West Central Texas Municipal Water District Water Supply Facilities and
Services Contract and Termination of West Central Texas Municipal Water District-City of
Abilene, Texas, Water Contract" (Assignment Contract); and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ABILENE, TEXAS:

Part 1. That the City Manager is authorized to negotiate and execute the
Assignment Contract.

Part 2. That the Assignment Contract shall provide for the following:
a. Permit the City to deal directly with the District, rather than through
WCTMWD, on all matters associated with the CRMWD making water
available from the O.H. Ivie Reservoir to the City.

b. Assign to the City all of the rights and obligations of WCTMWD
under the Contract.

* Existing Contracts establish terms and conditions between the Colorado River

Ivie for the use and benefit of City.

“WCTMWD Water Supply Facilities and Services Contract” (Contract), effective
9/1/1985, between CRMWD & WCTMWD, provides that WCTMWD is authorized to
construct and operate pumping and pipeline facilities necessary to deliver water from
Lake O.H. lvie for use by City, and to collect City’s share of debt service on bonds
necessary for CRMWD to construct and maintain the Lake O.H. lvie dam & reservoir.

“WCTMWD-City of Abilene, Texas Water Contract” (Abilene Contract), effective
9/1/1985, between WCTMWD & City, provides that WCTMWD is authorized to act on
the City’s behalf to construct and operate pumping and pipeline facilities necessary to
deliver raw water from Lake O.H. lvie for use by City, and obligating City to pay to
WCTMWD as pass-through its share of debt service on bonds necessary for CRMWD to
construct and maintain the Lake O.H. Ilvie dam and reservoir.



Item 7.08 — Contract Assighment Agreement

There exists two minor amendments to each contract, and two supplemental
Memorandum of Agreement’s (MOA).

The City constructed, owns & operates pumping & pipeline facilities to transport Lake
O.H. lvie water to the City’s Hargesheimer Water Treatment Plant.

The City is obligated to pay WCTMWD for the City’s share of annual operating &
maintenance costs and the City’s share of bond debt incurred for construction and
maintenance of Lake O.H. lvie that are specifically attributable to Lake O.H. lvie.

The CRMWD has successfully paid off all bond debt associated with the construction
and maintenance of the O.H. Ivie Reservoir.

In accordance with an MOA the City has requested that WCTMWD & CRMWD enter
into an agreement that would allow City to deal directly with CRMWD, to assign all
rights of WCTMWD under the “Contract” to City, and terminate the “Abilene Contract”.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING REVISED BUDGET FIGURES FOR FISCAL YEAR
2015-2016; FOR THE CITY OF ABILENE; APPROPRIATING FUNDS; REPEALING
ALL ORDINANCES AND PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH,;
CALLING A PUBLIC HEARING.

WHEREAS, the City Manager has prepared a revision of certain figures in
the 2015-2016 budget and submitted same to the City Council; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed and considered said proposed
revised budget and made revisions of same; and,

WHEREAS, said budget, as revised by the City Council, was duly set for a
public hearing ordered to be called by the City Council and held on
August 11, 2016, after due notice, as required by the Charter of the City of
Abilene and laws of the State of Texas; now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ABILENE, TEXAS:

PART 1: That the revised figures, prepared and submitted by the City
Manager for the 2015-2016 budget, be, and the same are hereby, in all things,
approved and appropriated, and any necessary transfers between accounts and
departments are hereby authorized, approved, and appropriated.

PART 2: That the City Manager and his authorized and designated
employees, at his direction, be, and are hereby, authorized to sign or release
easements, permits, licenses, and change orders; to sign interlocal agreements as
authorized by state law; to sign documents authorizing the payment of funds, and to
expend public funds as authorized by state law unless otherwise authorized by the City
Council; to settle paving assessment, weed mowing, demolition, and other disputes
based on legal questions of whether the assessments are enforceable or other
extenuating factual circumstances. The City Manager is authorized to adjust
compensation, within Council policy guidelines, of any City employee, including
appointees, when in his discretion an adjustment needs to be made to retain qualified
personnel. The intent of this section is to provide the ability to conduct daily affairs of
the City, which involves numerous decisions of a routine nature and to retain qualified
personnel.

PART 3: That the City Council hereby approves grants and contracts that
are set out by this budget and authorizes the City Manager and his authorized and
designated employees, at his discretion, to sign said federal, state, and other such grant
and contract documents, including Interlocal agreements, on behalf of the City. The
funds for said contracts, agreements, and purchases are hereby approved and
appropriated. The intent of this section is to approve and simplify the grant process and
approve expenditures that are exempt from the Purchasing and Contracting Authority of
Municipalities, Chapter 252 of the Local Government Code.



PART 4: That upon passage of this ordinance on first reading, the City
Secretary be, and is hereby authorized and directed to have published in the Abilene
Reporter-News, a daily newspaper of general circulation in the City of Abilene, a notice
that a public hearing will be held in the Council Chambers of the City Hall in Abilene,
Texas, at 8:30 A.M., on the 11" of August, 2016, to permit the public to be heard prior to
consideration of this ordinance for second and final reading, said publication to be made
on the 7" of August 2016, being more than twenty-four (24) hours prior to the time
designated for such public hearing in accordance with Section 18 of the City Charter.
102.0065(b) Local Government Code, Special Notice by publication for Budget — except
that if another law requires the governing body to give notice, by publication, of a
hearing on a budget this section does not apply.

PART 5: That any ordinance, resolution, policy or any provision or section of
the code of the City of Abilene, Texas, as amended, in conflict herewith, be, and the
same is hereby repealed to the extent of any conflict. It is specifically provided that
Resolution 40-1997 concerning liability claims shall remain in full force and effect.

PART 6: That the number, classification, and designation of each position as
provided in Texas Local Government Coe Ann., Chapter 143 (Vernon 1988), Municipal
Civil Service, for the Police and Fire Departments, as set out below, are hereby created,
established, and adopted as the official plan for the classified service of the Police and
Fire Departments of the City of Abilene for the fiscal year October 1, 2015 through
September 30, 2016, or as may be amended by City Council. Any position in the
classified service of the Police and Fire Departments of the City of Abilene not below
listed, is hereby abolished.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Water Utilities Department is requesting that the Abilene City Council approve the written resolution
revising the schedule of rates and charges for water and sewer utility services. The increase in rates and fees is
necessary in order to generate sufficient funds to adequately fund operation & maintenance and capital
improvements activities of the Water Utilities Department.

On July 7, 2016 City Manager Robert Hanna presented to the City Council the City of Abilene Proposed 2017
Budget (Budget). The Budget consists of multiple individual and unique general fund and enterprise fund
operations and maintenance budgets. The Water and Sewer Operating Fund (WSFund) is an enterprise fund.
The WSFund is in need of additional revenues in order to adequately cover the costs of proposed operations,
maintenance and capital project activities.

The proposed increase to the water rates applies only to variable rate tiers. It does not affect the current fixed
water rates based on meter size. The proposed increase also makes adjustments to certain Service Charges
and Tapping Fees for New Taps in order to align those fees with the actual costs of providing those services.

At the request of the City Council, staff is prepared to discuss an alternate water rate structure that makes no
adjustment to Residential Tier 1. All other Class Tiers are further adjusted to compensate for Residential Tier 1
so that the target revenue is achieved.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

The proposed rate increase was presented to the City Council during the Budget workshop on July 27, 2016.
The rate increase would raise approximately $4,200,000 of new revenues to cover additional costs of
operations, maintenance, and capital improvement projects. The attached Resolution and Schedule of Rates
and Charges reflects the rates for water and sewer service necessary to provide for the Budget.

The Abilene City Council last adjusted the Schedule of Rates and Charges on November 19, 2015. At this time
there is a need to revise the Schedule of Rates and Charges for Water and Sewer Utility Services. Upon
approval of the resolution the Schedule of Rates and Charges for Water and Sewer Utility Service adopted on
November 19, 2015 is hereby replaced by the Schedule of Rates and Charges for Water and Sewer Utility
Service attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.



The effective date of the action for all non-contract customers shall be such that the first billing statement
prepared in November 2016, which generally reflects water used in October, and all subsequent billing
statements, shall be based upon and reflect the rates presented in Exhibit A.

City staff and the City Council will annually review and adjust the Schedule of Rates and Charges for Water

and Sewer Ultility Service to ensure that projected revenues can cover all projected expenses and financial
obligations of the Water Ultilities Department.

FUNDING/FISCAL IMPACT

The proposed water rate adjustments are projected to produce approximately $4,200,000 of new revenue. The
revenue projection is based on projected FY2017 water sales of 6.3 billion gallons.

The proposed Service Charges and Tap Fees adjustments are projected to produce approximately $148,845 of
new revenue.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Abilene City Council approve the recommended adjustments to water rates, service
charges, and tap fees as described above.
